Maree  

 
Nightly home reading  
A number of our students have reached or are about to reach the 

milestone of 100 nights of regular home reading.   This is an 
outstanding achievement and we thank parents for making this a 

regular family activity each night. By listening to your child read on a 
regular basis you are assisting them to develop positive attitudes to 

reading as well as improve their reading skills.   Research says that a 
child needs to be able to read fluently and with expression in order to 
effectively make sense of what they are reading.   A nightly reading 

routine will provide the opportunity to practise reading fluently.   For this reason, you will notice 
that many of the take home books your child is reading will quite easy to enable them to read 

smoothly and with expression.   Have your child predict what the story may be about, ask them 
some questions and have them ask questions also.   Talk about the aspects of the book which 
may remind your child of their own life or previous experiences.   Fully engaging with the story 

and discussing it will further assist your childôs understanding.  
 

I have been worried about feedback from some class teachers about the number of students who 
are not reading each night or returning their take home book satchel to school each day.    If you 
are finding it a struggle to get your child to read each night, please phone your childôs teacher or 

myself and we will work together to re -engage your child with reading.   Remember too, that 
children love being read to, regardless of their age so put some time 

aside for this special activity also.   Thanks!
