This assessment covers the     

literacy areas of phonological awareness, speaking 

and l istening, reading (accuracy and              

comprehension) and writing. Teachers will use this 

information along with their current assessments 

to inform their teaching, as well as report writing

Already this term is absolutely packed with various 

activities. Please continue to assist your child to 

complete nightly home reading and home learning 

tasks. Term 4 provides huge opportunities for   

continued learning and development of effective 

learning behaviours.

Introduction of the Victorian Student 

Number  
Our school is working with the Department of   

Education and Early Childhood Development to  

allocate a Victorian Student Number (VSN) to each 

student at the school.  

 

This is a student identification number that is being 

assigned to all students in government and non -

government schools.   The number, which is unique 

to each student, will be used as a key identifier on 

a studentôs school records, and will remain with the 

student throughout his or her education, until   

reaching the age of 25.   The VSN is nine digits 

long, randomly assigned, and tied to stable       

information about the student (name, gender, date 

of birth).  

 

You will see the VSN appear on student report 

cards, enrolment confirmations, and exit          

confirmations.    

 

It will greatly improve the collection and analysis 

of timely and    accurate data about education in 

Victoria. If you want to know more about the
