Last Fridays Welcoming Ceremony for new students who have enrolled at Melrose 
this term highlighted those virtues that distinguish Melrose as a fantastic place to 
learn and work in.

Students are displaying a growing pride in their 
quality of work and in their desire to improve. I was talking to an emergency 
teacher working in Area 5 and he was so impressed with the ability of the        
students to stay on task, to fully engage in their learning and to be respectful of 
each other. As we walk around the school with visitors they constantly comment 
on the positive work habits of the students and on the respectful relationship    
between members of the school community. We must be mindful that these     
values did not just happen, but are a result of hard work by all members of the 
school community and we must continue to work together to achieve the best 
outcomes for our children. 
 
On Tuesday an Architect and Project Manager visited the school to begin the   
process of internally refurbishing the school. They spent their time talking,    
drawing, taking pictures and looking at existing plans. They were asked to develop 
plans that displayed larger classrooms, better work spaces for students and staff, 
enhanced storage facilities, dedicated spaces to teach technology and a more   
inviting and obvious entry to the school.  Over the coming weeks they will  be   
presenting concept plans for our comment, eventually leading to the               
commencement of this very exciting development in the life of Melrose Primary. 
During the consultation period, I will provide the opportunity for the parent     
community to provide input .
