ATTENDANCE: ITôS NOT OK TO BE AWAY! 
 

Many students have their educational progress severely interrupted by absences which are more often 
than not, unnecessary, and for reasons fairly low on the óimportant to my futureô scale. 
 
To reach their potential at school, students need to attend regularly.  This means a few days off per 
year due to genuine illness ï not a 9 day fortnight which accumulates to 25 days absent, , the      
equivalent of 5 school weeks absent in a year.  How could any student be expected to keep up with 
work in such circumstances?  Parents - you have a critical role to play in protecting your own childôs 
future. 
 
Absences can be minimised by arranging dental and doctorôs appointments after school or during the 
holidays ï you need to book ahead, why not book now for school holidays later in the year.  Shopping, 
helping at home, and visiting relatives may all seem important at the time ï but not as important as a 
personôs future. 
 
We (parents and the school) need to work together to help students to understand the importance of 
being at school whenever possible, and that trivial reasons for absence are not sufficient to get in the 
way of regular attendance. 
 
Studies show there is a far greater chance of students becoming early school leavers and/or long term 
unemployed adults, if they donôt attend school regularly. 
 
Should you require support in saying no to your son/daughter on their           
attendance or any other issue please contact us immediately. 
 
We all can work together to make a difference to your studentôs future.
